Rainfall and Sunshine
both above average

September 1987 was a sunny month which, unusually enough, slso had above average
rainfall beceuse of heavy falls on 1st, 4th, I1th, 19th and 2!st. For much of the month the
Rtiantic depressions and their sassociated rainbelts dominated the weather picture in the
vicinity of lreland. Winds were predominently between south and west in direction and the
weather was very changeable. The rainbelts mainly moved from west to east, but some of
the wettest dsys of the month sueh as Friday the 11th and Saturday the 19th, were caused
by weather systems formed over the werm waters of the south Atlentic which then moved
northeastwards to affect Ireland. During the 25th/26th a high pressure area in the Atlantic
moved esstwards, crossing the country on Sunday the 27th but remaining close enough to
block the progress of the Atlentic rainbelts and maintain dry conditions untii the last day of

the menth.

HIGH SUNSHINE TOTALS

Sunshine totsls for the month ranged from
173-4 hours {120% of normal} at Rosslare to 1033
hours (106X of normal} &t Cleremorris. Most
stetions recorded in excess of 1208 of normal
sunshine whilo Clones and Muliingar hed almost 1487
of their normal sunshine. Nonethsless most statiors
had lowsr totale Lthan those of last ysar's very
sunny September, except Rosslere and Roche's Pelat
which both hed their sunniest September for 15 to
20 yesrs. Sunnigst desys wers 1st, 3rd, b5th the
perinds 12th te 14th, 22nd to 24th and 2Bth/29tk.
The highest dally sunshine was 11+3 hours, recorded
at Rosslare on Thursday the 3rd. Parliculerly duil
deys ware 1ith, 19th end 2ist.

ABOYE NORMAL RAINFALL

Except in parts of Ulster, rainfsll wes
above normal, desplie the dry spell towards the end
of the maonth. While the numbar of days with a tots!
of | milllmetre or more wes normal or below, the
rumber of deys with & millimetres or more was
sbove normal at most stations. After the thundery
reln in the sastern helf of the country early on 1Ist,
we had further hasvy fslis on the 4th, 11th, 19th
end 2ist. Highest deily totet for the month wes
33-5mm at Galway on 19th. Velontia ODbservatory
(Eahirciveen) however hed 387 mm on the 21st and
ovar 30mm of thiz fell batween 8am end 10sm. Tha
last dey of the month, Wednesday tha 30th, gave
same very unususl reinfall Flguree. IF you look st the
daifly distribution graphs for rainfall, everywhere had
little or no rain except for Cshirciveen which hed the
comperatively ierge fali of 20mm (over en inch of

SOME COOL NIGHTS

0~ 26th, Bire recordad the first air frost
of Autumn (-1°C) In & slack northwesterly sirfiow os
a high pressure cell spproachad from the Atlantic:
this was lster than lest year when the same
tempersture was recorded there on the I1&th of
Septembsr. Lowest sir temperatures at all stations
were recorded during the period 25th to 29th when
winds were light and skies were often clesr at
night. Minima lower than these of 1986 ware
recorded only at  Mullingar 0°C) which wes its
lowest September velus since 1952 end at Rosslare
(541°C) which had its lowest September value since
1974.

Mean minimum sir temperstures for the
month were balow normel, ranging From 6:3°C at
Kiikanny to 10+6°C et Rosslere: these campare with
normal vaiues of 8-3°C te 119C. Mesn mexime For
Septembar renged from 15-6°C et Malin Hesd to
17-3% st Kilkenny and Shannon Rirport and were just
shout or s little above normal except st Cessment
Rerodrome and Galwey. Warmest deys were the 1st
to the 3rd and also the 20th when In a werm
southerly, Shemnon  RAirport  recorded 22°C,  the
highest alr tempersture of the month and only =
little lower than tha meximum of Septembsr 1986,
During the perlod 25th to 2Bth dsytime temperetures
were iow end while they rose on 29th, they remainad
below normal to the end of the month. Mean
temperature for the month rangad from 11-9°C in
ports of the midlands to 13:7°C et Shennon Rirport
and varled from Just about nermal to 0-6%C balow
nermal. Mesn temparstures wers wefl below normel
between 24th and Z0th but were sbove normsl from
Ist to Sth, on 11th, 12th and on 20th,

WINDS

While winds were fresh to strong and
blustery at times between 3rd end 5th, %th and 14th
and on 22nd/23%rd there were no severs gsles end,
indeed, the highest gusts renged from orly 50 to 5§
wnots on the coests of Ulster end Connsught end
from 35 to 47 knols efsewhere. On 1ith, & vigorous
deepening systam of depressions, which included the
remaing of hurricene Cindy, sapproached from the
southwast. The system didn"t form one single
depression but instead it preserved several seperate
centres end we thus avelded & severe gale,

Firet Futumn frost

Late September and early
October often bring the Ffirst touch of
air frost reminding us that ancther
summer is over, and winter is fast
spproaching. frosts in Autumn are less
of & hazard to crops than those in
late spring, although they sometimes
cause damage.

In 1972 air frost in early
September csused widespread defoiiation
of the potasto crop. As can be seen
from the figure there are two fairly
large areas whers frost in
mid-September mey be expected to
occur on average once severy 0 years.
